Chapter | General Provisions

Article 1 This Law is enacted in accordance with the Constitution for the purposes of improving the
organization and working system of the National People’s Congrass and its Standing Committes,
safeguarding and regulating their exercise of functions and powers, upholding and enhancing the paople's
congress system, and ensuring that the people run the country.

Article 2 The National People's Congress is the highest organ of state power, and its permanent body is
the Standing Commitiee of the National People’s Congress.

Article 3 The National People's Congress and its Standing Committee shall adhere to the leadership of the
Communist Party of China, follow the guidance of Marxism-Leninism, Mao Zedong Thought, Deng
Xiaoping Theory, the imporiant thought of Three Represents, the Scientific Qutlook on Development, and Xi
Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics in a New Era, and exercise functions and
powers in accordance with the Constitufion and the law.

Article 4 The National People’s Congress shall be created through demacratic election and shall be
responsible to the people and subject to their oversight.

The Mational People's Congress and its Standing Committee shall uphold democracy throughout the
process, always maintain close contact with the people, listen to their opinions and suggestions, embody

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CHAPTER V

PRIVATE INTERNATIONAL LAW IN A GLOBAL
RISK SOCIETY

I. The Technocratic Conception of the Social Mission
of Private International Law

This course of lectures has so far explored the interaction between
theory and practice of private international law as these have
responded to high-risk technologies. Mass disasters/mass torts are
here to stay and grow. And the first half of the twenty-first Christian
century is likely to witness their further proliferation, even to a scale
or magnitude going far beyond the figures of mass disasters so far
invoked in these lectures. The question then is: how do we con-
figure the future of the social mission of private international law
theory and practice ? The question presupposes that private interna-
tional law can have a social mission and that mission can be defined
with a degree of clarity and a measure of consensus. While the sub-
altern conflicts discourse, which I have so far tried to develop and
present, may regard this as axiomatic, one must recognize also that
the dominant conflicts discourse may fully contest this notion. How-
ever, as seen especially in Chapter III, there exist tendencies of
thought and practice which remain creatively reflexive within the
dominant discourse itself.

The dominant discourse may be read as embodying two distinct
but related approaches. The first is not enthusiastic at all concerning
the notion of a social mission of conflict of laws; the second main-
tains that if the field is to be invested with a social mission, that mis-
sion must be conceived of in mainly, or purely, technocratic terms.
That is, conflict of laws serves important social interests and goals
when it is certain, uniform and predictable. On the second view,
decisional harmony defines the social mission of private interna-
tional law.

On this view, there is no reason why the sccial mission of con-
flicts torts law may be defined in terms of doing of justice to foreign
victims/plaintiffs of mass torts/mass disasters. Rather, from the

The patent process—the system established to encourage inven-
tion by offering limited exclusivity in return for written disclosure
of the invention—has evolved itself to resemble a private affair
between the inventor and the Patent Office. A granted patent cre-
ates a right in rem enforceable against anyone within a particular
jurisdiction.! Despite the magnitude of its impact, there is no pro-
cedure to consult the public or to encourage public participation
before the grant of a patent. The public—the world at large against
whom a patent could be potentially enforced—plays an insig-
nificant role in the patent process. Patents are filed, prosecuted,
granted, licensed, and transferred without much public participa-
tion, even if the underlying technology covered by the patent—say,

a life-saving drug—could be of immense public significance. The
absence of public participation in the patent system is alarming,
